GIGCC Caddie FAQs 
Q: How do I arrange a caddie if I want one? 
A: Easy! Contact Jeff Cuzzort at (734-775-6492) or email Jeff at (jeff.cuzzort@gigcc.com). 
Q: When are caddies available? 
A: They can be available upon request, we have targeted their availability for Saturday and Sunday mornings as well as for Men’s and Women’s league nights based on prior demand. Goal is to have caddies available for last minute rounds in the future as demand dictates. 
Q: How much notice do I need to give when requesting a caddie? 
A: We ask that you make the request two days before you are playing (e.g., Thursday for a Saturday).   
Q: What has changed for 2019? 
A: Our goal is for the membership to see continued improvements in all areas of the caddie program in 2019. We are confident the new single point of contact (Jeff Cuzzort) should lend to a more seamless communication chain. 
Q: What can I expect from my caddie on the course?
A: Carry your bag, help with locating balls, offer yardage, replace divot, rake bunker, tend and pull flag stick, keep clubs clean. Have a positive attitude, keep up with player, and provide extra tees and pencils. 
Q: What do I do on the day I’m walking with a caddie? 
A: Your caddie should be in the bag room approximately ½ hour before your tee time.  Check in with bag room staff when you arrive. If your caddie accompanies you to the range this is a good time for an introduction and to let your caddie know anything you would particularly like him/her to know, e.g., how to use your rangefinder, how you like your clubs in the bag, that you want an extra ball always in his/her pouch, etc. 
Q: What is expected of me during, and after my round? 
A: During the round if you don’t like something that he/she is doing (or not doing) please take the opportunity to discuss with them as this is a critical teaching moment that can help in their development. Mid round, the caddies do get a “caddie snack” (hot dog, chips, drink), the cost of which is your responsibility.  After the round is completed it’s important to offer feedback and polite constructive criticism or praise which will also be helpful in their development. Upon arriving back at the bag room, fill out the chit (even if you pay cash), get your items from your golf bag, and give any last feedback on performance.  Your caddie will take your clubs into the bag room for cleaning and then storage or upon request out to your car.

Q: What is the cost structure for our caddies? 
A: These revised fees have been designed to attract and retain good caddies while demonstrating transparency to members.  All of these fees go directly to the caddie, with the exception of the $5 “Caddie Program Fee” (CPF), which will go to a segregated fund solely to support the caddie program with supplies, equipment, honors, and year-end appreciation.  This replaces the $10 “trail fee” from prior years.  Additional tips beyond what is shown here are permitted, but not expected, consistent with other parts of the Club.  (PLEASE SEE THE SAMPLE CHIT “CADDIE CARD” AT THE END OF THIS Q&A) 

Q: How are the caddies ranked and what do I get with a higher-ranked caddie? 
A: Our caddies range from the most experienced (“Honor”) to those just starting out (“B”) caddies.  Caddies will be advanced through these ranks as their skills develop, allowing golfers to expect more from them.  A more experienced caddie will need less direction and will better anticipate your needs.  The most experienced caddies might provide assistance with reading greens and basic strategy, if desired.

Q: What is a forecaddie and how does it differ from a regular caddie? 
A: A forecaddie is a caddie that does not carry a bag, but typically will perform many of the other caddie responsibilities for more than one golfer (either a twosome or often an entire foursome) while you ride in a cart.  Primary duties would include running ahead to help spot tee shots, providing yardage, raking bunkers, cleaning of clubs and balls, and pulling/tending pins. 

Q: How do I request a forecaddie?

A: You can request a forecaddie as you would a regular caddie by contacting Jeff Cuzzort at (734-775-6492) or email Jeff at (jeff.cuzzort@gigcc.com). We ask that you make the request for a forecaddie two days before you are playing.  The goal is to have the use of forecaddies become popular option within the Men’s and Women’s leagues as well as other club events. 
Q: What is the cost of a forecaddie?

A: The cost of a forecaddie will be $20.00 per person for 18 holes and $15.00 per person for 9 holes with a (2) person minimum group needed to employee a forecaddie. While not required a tip would also be suggested on top of the $20.00 per person fee. There is no “Caddie Program Fee” (CPF) associated with the forecaddie.  Please refer to fee structure chart on next page.
